
 
Laptops Usage Policy 

 
 

 Students are responsible for the care of their Laptop.  
 

 It is the student’s responsibility to bring the laptop to school fully charged. 
 

 The Laptop should not be brought to school on a Tuesday due to sport.  
 

 Students must not tamper with the Laptop.  
 

 Students must not attempt to gain access to another student’s Laptop. 
 

 Any incidents, faults, or loss of the Laptop must be reported to the TSO (Mr Mach) 
via the Incident Form found on the PPHS website - DER-NSW link.  

 
 The laptop is to be used only for the purpose directed by the teacher.  

 
 Students are not to play games, listen to music, send emails, send files via 

Bluetooth, use ear buds, or use any other software during class time unless the 
teacher has directed students to do so for the purpose of completing class 
activities.  

 
 When not in use, the Laptop must be either in the student’s bag, or sitting on the 

desk with the Laptop lid closed.  
 

 Failure to follow the rules may result in: 
 
 Your student account being blocked 
 Loss of your Laptop 
 Loss of merit points 
 The need to catch up on work missed in your own time if you lose your 

privileges.
